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TEXT: Matthew 3:4
And the same John had his raiment of camel's hair, and a leathern girdle
about his loins; and his meat was locusts and wild honey.

The physical description of John the Baptist in our text verse kind of
reminds me of some Christian Bikers I know. Long hair, beards, leather
chaps, you know the look I mean. John would have fit right in with the biker
look of today.

Now | know that many ordinary folks might be a little afraid of those that
look a bit on the rough and wild side, but God’s Word, the Bible, says that
man looketh on the outward appearance but God looketh on the heart. Many
bikers | know are a little bit like John the Baptist. That is on the outside they
look a little rough but on the inside they are powerful men of God. John was
preaching the message of repentance trying to get folks to live for God. And
I’ve seen many Christian bikers speak a message of love, grace and
repentance to those that probably would never go inside a church to hear
such a message. | truly thank God for the John the Baptist types, those that
are going out into the highways and hedges to show the love of God and
salvation through God’s Son, the Lord Jesus Christ.

If you are one of those that have yet to accept Christ as Lord and Savior
why not do it right now! Just pray this prayer meaning every word of it in
your heart.

“Dear Lord God, I believe your Son, Jesus, died for my sins. | believe that
you raised Jesus from the dead so that my sins could be forgiven. | ask you
to forgive my sins and | ask Jesus to become my Savior and Lord.
